Using the Codian to View Live and Archived Classes Summer 2008
We use the Codian IP VCR to view live streaming classes as well as archived class sessions.

To View the Live/Archived Call as an Participant

1. Go to http://torrent.gmu.edu
2. Click on the class name of your class in the Public Folders list

3. Click “Watch” next to the current class session (check date and time)

4. Click “show advanced streaming options” in the right corner 

5. Media: You have the choice of Real Player or Quick Time, we recommend Quick Time (You will need QuickTime vers. 6.5 or higher to view). Streaming rate: 384 or 192. 192 may work better for people who are having video and audio breakup or freezing.
6. Prefer multicast: no check

7. Play audio and  main video: check

8. View content-channel: check  (uncheck if having difficulties/freezing)

9. Video Size: By default it is set to auto. If you experience freezing or bandwidth issues try setting the video size to small

10. Select “Start Streaming”

While the Codian has a chat feature, we do not utilize it during our classes. You should use the chat feature in Adobe Connect for technical questions/issues. A GMU tech support person will be monitoring the chat throughout the class. Please see the handout on using Adobe Connect for additional information on that program.
GMU Tech Note: On occasion, GMU will switch from using the http://torrent.gmu.edu web address to connect classes. We call this the Thompson Codian. We may switch to what we call the Innovation Codian, if so this will affect how classes are live streamed and recorded through the Codian. If the tech tells you we are using the Innovation Codian, here is the information you will need to view the live call:

To View a Live/Archived Class Session on the Innovation Codian
1. Go to http://codianipvcr.gmu.edu/
2. Under public folders select “KIHD” 

3. enter folder pin: 4534

4. Click “watch” next to the stream you want to view. 

5. Enter the recording pin: 4534

6. Select streaming options

a. For people with dial up- select audio only

b. People with high speed select 384. If have breakup or freezing, select 128

c. Can select either QuickTime, Windows Media Player, or RealPlayer, we prefer QuickTime

7. You should now see and hear the video

If you cannot find an archived class listed on the http://toorent.gmu.edu, please check the http://codianipvcr.gmu.edu/ address to see if it was recorded there on a day the Thompson Codian was down (this may happen on occasion).
